Statistics
PERCENTAGES & AVERAGES – RULE 10.21
There are many statistics in baseball, but it is a requirement that accredited scorers know how to calculate the official percentage records as outlined in rule 10.21.  Listed below are various statistics that can be calculated, with the first six being the official ones required by the rule book.  Please note that you must always take these average to the third decimal point, except Earned Run Average (ERA).

Win/Loss percentage

Games Won divided by Games Won + Games Lost
Batting average

Safe Hits divided by times At Bat (Rule 10.02(a))
Slugging percentage

Total Bases Hit divided by times At Bat
Fielding average

Put Outs + Assists divided by Put Outs + Assists + Errors

Earned run average

Earned Runs x 9 divided by Innings Pitched (Rule 10.02(c)(1)comment)
On base perecentage

Safe Hits + Base on Balls + Hit by Pitch Balls  divided by




At Bats + Base on Balls +Hit by Pitched Balls + Sacrifice Flies
Stolen base percentage
Stolen Bases divided by Stolen Bases + Caught Stealing

Runs For divided by Runs For plus Runs Against

Safe Hits allowed by pitcher divided by total At Bats facing pitcher

Base on Balls per game
Base on Balls x 9 divided by Total Innings Pitched

Strikeouts per Base on Balls (a good pitcher will average 2:1)
